There are many things that 
don’t get done because everyone says it is Mr. Nobody’s fault.  Parents usually 
want things picked up. 

1 The student identifies what the parents would think of Mr. Nobody, but does not 
justify the answer choice with one detail from the poem. 

0 The student does not identify what the parents would think of Mr. Nobody and 
does not justify the answer choice 
OR 
the response is either incorrect or irrelevant. 
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
