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GUIDELINES FOR DATA REVIEW PROCESS FOR SCHOOLS IDENTIFIED AS NOT MEETING TITLE III AMAOs FOR TWO OR THREE CONSECUTIVE YEARS
PED and Title III would like to provide a data review process for schools that are identified as not meeting AMAOs for Title III for two consecutive years. The Superintendent or Charter School Administrator may file such a review when he / she believes that there are statistical or other substantive reasons resulting in an incorrect identification.  
Districts and charter schools may request a Data Review for schools identified as not having met AMAOs for two consecutive years. Schools will have 30 days; from Monday March 17 through midnight April 17th to file for such a review of data.   
Only requests for data and other supporting documentation, such as proficiency percentages and student counts, can be made to Dr. Stephanie Marquez, Statistician via email at: stephaniea.marquez@state.nm.us.
