b. Maintained support for Students enrolled in Non-Traditional Programs– providing preparation for non-traditional fields in current and emerging professions, and other activities that expose students, including special populations, to high skill, high wage or high demand occupations. 

5. Budget - the funds made available in this application may only be used to support the activities listed in items 3 and 4 above, and may include supplies and materials for such.
