The Public Education Department (PED) is issuing a Request for Proposals to provide for voluntary, state-funded NM PreK (Pre-Kindergarten) programs in School Year 2011-2012 for four-year-old children.  The purpose of the New Mexico PreK program is to: 1) Increase statewide access to voluntary, quality New Mexico PreK programs; 2) prioritize the enrollment of children without access to high quality programs; 3) provide developmentally appropriate activities for New Mexico children; 4) focus on school readiness; and 5) expand early childhood community capacity; and 6) provide PreK programs based on the comprehensive framework as described in the NM PreK Program Standards.
