Well defined project based activities are available as are technology/website locations providing
relevant learning opportunities. The “Link to the Past” feature would be beneficial to students as it helps them make connections and increases
their level of understanding. Differentiated Learning allows for all students to be engaged.

Pictures and graphics are beautifully illustrated. The book has visual appeal which enhances content learning. This text does an excellent job of
integrating economics into the content. It also includes civics and government on all levels: tribal, state, local, and national.
