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1. PURPOSE
1.1. Specification of Interfaces

The purpose of this document is to specify the interfaces used between the State of New Mexico (NM) Public Education Department (PED) Operating Budget Management System (OBMS) and other systems that need to exchange data with it.  These interfaces are described from the point of view of OBMS as either exports (data out of OBMS) or imports (data into OBMS).  Table 1 shows the various interfaces and which data file formats can be used.

2. OVERVIEW

2.1. Statement of Intent
By specifying the interfacing formats to be used with OBMS, it will be possible to exchange data with all of the school districts, charter schools and regional education cooperatives (RECs) no matter which system they use internally to keep track of their budget or actual revenues and expenditures.  Establishing a means of electronic upload of data into the web application from the various district, charter school and REC systems allows more timely data entry as well as a reduction in transcription errors.
2.2. Scope

PED has approved several file formats for use by OBMS for the purpose of exchanging budget and budget line data, and for reporting actuals data.  If additional functionality is required in the future, new file formats may be defined.
2.3. Standard

The file formats defined in this document will be the standard for communicating with OBMS.  Due to the wide variation of systems and technologies in use in the school districts, charter schools and RECs, PED selected the lowest common denominator of fixed length and comma-separated value (CSV) file formats for use in these interfaces.
2.4. Security

The files used to communicate with OBMS will be created or read from the system from which the web application is used.  The upload mechanism provides encryption and compression of the data as it is transferred across the Internet.  Once stored on local user computers, the security of the data is the responsibility of the user.
3. FILE FORMATS
3.1. Budget Imports and Exports
OBMS supports imports and exports of budgets and associated budget lines using two formats: fixed length records and CSV records.
3.1.1. Budget Fixed Length Records
The format shown in Table 2 is used to import/export budget lines.  Each record has a fixed length and is terminated with a carriage return <CR> and linefeed <LF> pair.  Each record is composed of multiple fields that may or may not be valued depending upon the interface used. The first column is the starting position of the field within the record and the second column is the field length.  The third column is the field name. The record length is 74 (72 for the data plus 2 for the <CR><LF>).

3.1.2. Budget CSV Records

The format shown in Table 8 is used to import budget lines.  Each record has a variable length and is terminated with a carriage return <CR> and linefeed <LF> pair.  Each record is composed of multiple fields that may or may not be valued depending upon the interface used. The record length is variable but each field must be separated from the next with a comma.  In Table 8, the first column is the field number within the record.  The second column is the field name.  A dollar sign ‘$’ may precede the values for fields 10 and 11.   In the event these fields contain a large numeric value, these fields may contain commas as long as the entire field is contained within double quotes.  For example, either $123456789 or “$123,456,789” is acceptable.  Note that the Status Code field must be valued as defined in Table 4 and Table 5 above.

3.2. Actuals Imports
School Districts and Charter Schools are required by PED to submit summary reports of actual revenues and expenditures for each reporting period (monthly or quarterly, as appropriate to the organization). As a summary, each actuals report rolls up the transactions for that period into a single line for each uniform chart of account line. 
OBMS supports imports of actual expenditures and revenues for each reporting period for valid uniform chart of accounts (UCOA) budget lines using two formats: fixed length records and CSV records. OBMS validates the submitted data to ensure that the file format is correct and that the submitted lines are for valid districts, charter schools, budget years, and UCOA budget lines. The required end of year report is reported by OBMS using the submitted data for the last reporting period of the year (twelfth month or fourth quarter). NOTE: PED and OBMS only allows reporting for UCOA funds less than 50000; Funds 50000 and greater should not be submitted. NOTE: Negative values cannot be reported in the Year To Date or Encumbrance fields for periods Q04 or M12.
3.2.3. Actuals Fixed Length Records
The format shown in Table 11 is used to import actuals.  Each record has a fixed length and is terminated with a carriage return <CR> and linefeed <LF> pair.  Each record is composed of multiple fields that may or may not be valued depending upon the interface used. The first column is the starting position of the field within the record and the second column is the field length.  The third column is the field name and if that field is restricted to only contain certain values, the fourth column refers to an appendix of this document that documents all allowable values and their meaning.  The record length is 86 (84 for the data plus 2 for the <CR><LF>).
