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Executive Summary

The Tribal Education Status Report presents an overview of public school data and information
for the 20091 2010 school year. The information for this report was obtained from the New
Mexico Public Education Department (NMPED) and individual school districts with significant
American Indian student enrollment on/or near tribal lands. The intent of the report is to inform
New Mexico tribes of education in New Mexico as required by the New Mexico Indian Education
Act (NMIEA).

The report is divided into three sections. The first section provides overview of statewide
educational data. The second section reports on the 12 indicators as required by the NMIEA.
The third section contains information that supplements this report.

Section One Summaryd Overview of Education in New Mexico

Of 89 public school districts in New Mexico, there are 23 public school districts located on or
near tribal lands. American Indian students made up 10.7% of the statewide student enrollment
in 20091 10. The statewide and American Indian student enrollment numbers have decreased
compared to the 20041 2005 baseline data. The Navajo Nation remains the tribe with the largest
student enrollment at 76.6%. Of the 19 pueblos in New Mexico, the Zuni tribe has the largest
number of students enrolled at 1,617. The Gallup-McKinley County Schools and Central
Consolidated School Districts have the highest number of American Indian students enrolledi
11,776 and 6,236 respectively.

Section Two Summaryd Indian Education Act Required Indicators

Student Achievement Disaggregated by Ethnicity
Reading by Ethnicity
e The 20091 2010 Reading Proficiency by Ethnicity and Grade report indicates American
Indian students in grades 3 to 8 and 11 demonstrate the following:

o The highest level of reading proficiency in the 8" grade is 50.4%.
The lowest is in the 6™ grade at 28.6%.

o While American Indian proficiency still demonstrates an achievement gap,
American Indian students closely follow the same patterns of achievement as other
ethnicities performing lowest at 6" grade (range of 34.3% to 58.7%) and highest in
8™ grade (range of 50.4% to 79.5%).

o A six-year comparison of reading proficiency by American Indian students from 2005 to
2010 demonstrate the following:

o Gains made in all testing in grades 3 to 8 and 11, ranging between +3.3 to +15.2
points.

o0 Grade 11 has recovered from the loss in 2007 by 3.7 points, and over four years by
by 16.2 points.
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Math by Ethnicity

The 20091 2010 Math Proficiency by Ethnicity and Grade report indicates that American
Indian students in grades 3i 8 and 11 show 3™ grade with the highest level of proficiency
at 41.5%. The lowest is 7" grade at 22.3%.
A six-year comparison of math proficiency by American Indian students from 2005 to 2010
shows the following:
o Gains made in all testing grades 37 8 and 11, ranging between +8.0 to +17.9 points.
o0 Grade 5 has shown the largest and most consistent growth.

Science by Ethnicity

The 20091 2010 Science Proficiency by Ethnicity and Grade report indicates that
American Indian students in grades 3i 8 and 11 show the highest proficiency at 74.8% in
34 grade, and the lowest at 15.6% in 6™ grade.
A six-year comparison of science proficiency by American Indian students from 2005 to
2010 show the following:

o Gains in grades 3 and 5i 8 ranging between +2.3 and +9.7 points.

0 Grade 4 has shown a loss of -4.0 points.

Social Studies by Ethnicity

The 2009i 2010 Social Studies Proficiency by Ethnicity and Grade report indicates
American Indian students in 11" grade were lowest at 26.8% as compared to Caucasian
students at 60.1%.

American Indian students gained 5.8% over three years.

School Safety
School safety self-reports from 22 of the 23 districts show the following:

All schools have Emergency Information Sheets, have written procedures for Shelter-in-
Place and Lockdown with staff knowing their roles and responsibilities, have a Pandemic
Flu Communication Plan, and have provided education on current informative sources for
staff, students, and families.

Thirteen school districts indicated all of their schools participated in the NM Youth Risk
and Resiliency Survey at the secondary level. Three districts indicated that they do not
participate. One district did not answer, and five participate in select schools only within
the district.

Six districts have implemented a health and wellness curriculum that includes Native
language and culture. Six districts indicate that they do not participate. Two districts did
not answer and eight participate in select schools only within the district.

Reports on the total number of safety activities are categorized in four groups. The
highest numbers of activities are categorized as Policy and Procedures at 37%, followed
by Response at 29%, Prevention at 16%, and Recovery at 9%.

Reports on the Percentages of Incidences reported to Justice System indicate Violence
as the highest at 42%, followed by Vandalism (23%), and Substance Abuse (23%).
Parental responses to the Statewide Quality of Education Survey Responses to three
safety questions over four years shows that safety is improvingd as seen by an increase
in an averaged percentage of agree and strongly-agree statements (+2.3%) and a decline
in the averaged percentage of disagree and strongly-disagree statements (-0.83%).
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Graduation Rate

e New Mexico uses the four-year cohort computation rate for graduation and is in its second
year of implementation.

e Thi s \Yoerayead ®hort of American Indian students, who were freshmen in 2005,
graduated 57.8% students, resulting in an increase of 8%.

e Graduation rates for Jemez Valley (86.7%) and Tularosa (79.8%) school districts show
the highest four-year cohort graduation rate of American Indian students in New Mexico.
Gallup-McKinley County shows the largest number of graduates at 1,214.

Attendance
e Attendance rates for Albuquerque Public Schools show the highest rate at 97.13%.
e Of the 23 school districts, 21 have an attendance rate above 90%, with two districts lower
than 90%.
e The statewide habitually truant percentage rate for all students has risen slightly
compared to last y e a repost, and has also decreased over four years by 2.3% from
16.1% to 13.8%.

Parent and Community Involvement

e Districts self-report the number of district activities for the parent and community
involvement information. Of 23 districts, 20 reported.

e School districts reported that 59% of the activities implemented were for a combined
parent, community, and tribal followed by parent-only participation at 25%. Improving
communication was the activity that was reported as the highest activity at 22%.

e Over three years, the School-Family-Community Partnership indicators of Enhancing
Student Learning has increased (+8pts) and Collaboration with Community has decreased
(-7pts).

e Parental responses in the Statewide Quality of Education Survey to two parent
involvement questions over four years show an increase in the averaged percentage of
agree and strongly-agree statements (+1.5%), and a decline in the averaged percentage
of disagree and strongly-disagree statements (-0.25%).

Educational Programs Targeting Tribal Students

e Four programs (Title VII, Title VIlI-Impact Aid, Johnson, atdd NM Indliany
Education Act) generated funds by American Indian students and are used for American
Indian students. Four districts use all four of the targeted funding sources.

e All of the 23 districts have used one or more programs that target American Indian
students with an average district amount of $1,118 per student.

e Six districts were funded by the NM Indian Education Act in 20091 2010. NM Indian
Education Act funds total 1.8% of targeted funding for American Indian students.

o Of the 23 districts, 22 reported that 15 districts have a Native American bilingual program
in 113 schools. Most programs are in elementary schools, use the Indigenous Model, and
are in the Navajo language. Of those 15 districts, 9 reported they provide professional
development for their Native American bilingual teachers.
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Financial Report
e All 23 districts and 3 Native American charter schools have budgeted revenue for
operational, transportation, instructional materials, food services, athletics, and federal
direct and flow-through funds. Nine districts report funds for teacherage.
e A comparison of financial reports of the budgeted estimated revenues for 23 school
districts indicates a decrease of $59,498,179 compared to last year® report, and shows
an $698,690,757 increase over six years from $1,993,520,744 to $2,692,211,501.

School District Initiatives to Decrease the Number of Student Dropouts
and Increase Attendance
e Annual comparisons of the 23 school districts show the following:
o0 A decrease of -1.0 over four years in the average number of total activities per
district from 7.7 t0 6.7.
0 An increase of +2.0 over six years in the average number of total dropout activities
per district from 4.1 to 4.3.
o0 A decrease of -2.0 over six years in the average number of total attendance
activities per district from 5.8 to 5.6.

Use of Variable School Calendar
e Of the 23 districts, 18 districts report important cultural activities are included on their
district calendar, 4 districts indicate cultural activities are not included on the school
calendar, and 1 did not report.

School District Consultation with District Indian Education Committees, School-Site
Parent Advisory Councils, and Tribal, Municipal, and Indian Organizations
e Of the 23 districts, 22 report formal consultation with various committee and organizations
regarding local decision-making efforts.
¢ Indian Education Committees make up 32% of district collaborations, Tribal entities 21%,
Parent Advisory Councils 20%, other stakeholders 11%, Municipal entities 9%, and Indian
Organizations 7%.
e Over the course of six years, the efforts reported by districts to collaborate with Parent
Advisory Committees has declined (-1.3 points).
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Indigenous Research and Evaluation Measures and Curricula for Tribal Students

e Of the 23 districts, 17 districts report ongoing efforts f o n d i b e mesaarsh) evaluation
measures, and curricula. In addition, five districts indicate they do have these ongoing
efforts, and one district did not respond. Of the 17 districts that reported, 14 have
indicators of curricula and evaluation and 6 districts have research indicators.

¢ The development and standardization regarding these indicators continue to progress.
There were 10 districts that reported to have used Native Languages assessments within
their district, and 1 district reported to have used a -culture-based methodology
assessment.

In summary, the yearly New Mexico Tribal Education Status Reports are providing information
to New Mexico tribes, schools, and communities for the study, development, and implementation
of educational systems that positively affect the educational success of American Indian
students, as well as encourage involvement in the education of students located in tribal
communities.
