 Minimum of 24 semester hours in a Secondary Education program including student

 3 semester hours of credit in the teaching of reading for those who first entered any college 
or university on or after August 1, 2001 

 
AND 

 
 Minimum of 24 semester hours in at least one teaching field such as:  mathematics, science, 

language arts, reading or history, etc., 12 semester hours of which must be in upper division 
courses 

 
AND 

 
 Passage of the New Mexico Teacher Assessments (NMTA) 

 
• Basic Skills 
• Teacher Competency, Secondary 
• Content Knowledge Assessment (CKA) in the Teaching Field   

 
OR
