Policy Statement for Free and Reduced Meals

PROVISION 2 – YEAR 1/BASE YEAR
SPECIAL ASSISTANCE CERTIFICATION AND REIMBURSEMENT ALTERNATIVE

In order to reduce paperwork, the local education agency will implement Provision 2 (7 CFR, Part 245.9) as an alternative method for counting and claiming meals in the school(s) listed in the application. The Year 1/Base Year is (month) ______________20_____, and will remain in effect until 20____.  The number of children eligible by the application process during the Year 1/Base Year will be used for the following three school years as adjusted by percentage change in enrollment.

The local education agency agrees that for the Year 1/Base Year:
1.
A public announcement will be made that meals will be served free to all children enrolled;

2.
The application and verification process will be completed as usual in accordance with regulations (7 CFR 245.6, 245.6a); the local education agency__________________ agrees that for the Year1 / Base Year.
3.
All student meals will be served at no charge; 

4.
Daily meal counts of reimbursable meals will be taken by eligibility category (free, reduced price, paid) at the point of service;

5.
Claims for reimbursement will be made from the actual meal counts by category;
6.
Perform daily edit checks;

7.
The percentage of the total meals served and claimed by the local education agency will be calculated annually for each eligibility category (free, reduced price, paid); and
8.
Except for program income available under Child Nutrition Programs, Head Start, and BIA funds, nonfederal, or local funds must make up any short fall;
9.
The list of participating school campuses must be entered and updated on Schedule A of Child Nutrition Programs Information Management System.

10.
Certification that the school(s) meet the criteria outlined in 7 CFR 245.9(b).

11.
Provision 2 will start at the beginning of the school year.

12.
Provision 2 will be implemented for which program (2): NSLP  _______, SBP  _______, or both  _______ will be operated.

13. Provision 2 will be reconsidered in what year   ________________.

14.
The local education agency further agrees that, for the following three school years:
a.
There will be no distribution of applications and no new eligibility determinations; unless a claims review identifies problems with the schools counting and claiming procedures.
b.
Only total reimbursable meals served each day will be counted; the annual percentages developed at the end of the Year 1/Base Year will be used to determine the counts by category for the reimbursement claims;

c.
Perform monthly edit check; and

d.
Socioeconomic data will be used to support any extension of Provision 2, the state agency will accept unemployment rate.

e.
All schools participating in Provision 2 must be entered and updated on Schedule A of the Child Nutrition Programs Information Management System to keep the application/agreement current.
