GENERAL INFORMATION

THOSE ELIGIBLE 
Local Education Agencies (LEAs) and State Supported Educational Programs (SSEPs) that have completed required child count reports are eligible to apply for funds under the IDEA B grant.  Applicants for single agency IDEA-B entitlement must have more than 300 students on their IDEA-B annual student census. All agencies with 300 or less students on their IDEA-B annual student census must be a member of a consolidated application with the exception of the New Mexico School for the Deaf and the New Mexico School for the Visually Blind and Impaired.  Agencies with more than 300 students on their IDEA-B annual student census may join an REC and submit a consolidated application.

Both IDEA-B and Preschool funds are available for distribution as required by AMENDMENTS TO THE INDIVIDUALS WITH DISABILITIES EDUCATION ACT 611(f) and 619(g).

AWARD NOTICE
Allocations for Fund codes 24106, 24107 (if applicable), and 24109 will be included as federal revenues in the school district’s operating budget which is typically approved by the Public Education Department (PED) before June 15, 2007. Application approval letters will be mailed as soon as applications are approved. Reimbursements will begin in July for those LEAs whose reauthorization has been approved, provided a BAR has been input into the OBMS system and approved by the SEB fiscal PM. 
CARRYOVER PERIOD [34 CFR section 76.709]
IDEA funds must be liquidated by the state within 27 months of the grant award year.  PED strongly encourages grantees to expense funds in the grant year they are issued., Subgrantees are allowed 24 months to obligate and liquidate IDEA funds. [34 C.F.R. § 76.709(a)]  The remaining 3 months are reserved for the PED to liquidate or reallocate unliquidated funds before they are reverted back to the federal government [34 C.F.R. § 76.709(b)]. In New Mexico, LEA applicants are limited to 15% carryover annually after 5th quarter liquidations have been applied. Reallocation of funds may occur if carryover of more than 15% exists after 5th quarter expenses.  
[Annual carryover = Initial Allocation x 15% minus (-) all expenditures through 5th quarter].  
ALLOWABLE USES OF GRANT FUNDS
Public Law 108-446 Sec. 611(e)(2) and 613(a)(2) and IDEA regulations 34 CFR Sec. 300.704  – Allocation to States and sublevel activities requires that funds are to be used in accordance with applicable provisions of IDEA-Part B to supplement the costs of providing special education and related services to children with Individualized Education Program (IEP).  Funds must not be used to pay for activities for gifted students.  In addition, PRESCHOOL funds must be used exclusively for services for students who turn two during the school year to those students who turn five after September 1.
CRITERIA FOR REAUTHORIZATION APPROVAL
1) The application includes all required components, including assurances from each LEA, REC, and State Supported Education Program . (See DIRECTIONS).

2) The BUDGET adequately addresses the needs of students with IEPs.

3) Issues of noncompliance with federal regulations and state rules as identified in corrective action plans related to state level administrative complaints, due process hearings, Focus Monitoring improvement plans, and the State Performance Plan (SPP) compliance indicators 9,10,11,12,13,15, and 20. 

4) All data submissions required on the 40th, 80th, 120th day, End of Year, and December 1 count dates must be timely, accurate, and reliable.
5) The Determination status (if in effect) of the applicant will also be considered.

Before taking final action with respect to the disapproval of a reauthorization form, in whole or in part, the PED shall provide the LEA with notice and the opportunity for a hearing as specified in 34 CFR  § 300.605 and EDGAR [34 CFR § 76.401].

LEA COMPLIANCE
The IDEA Reauthorization of 2004 Section 613(d)(1) provides that if the PED finds that any LEA is failing to comply with any requirement under 613(a), the PED shall reduce or shall not provide any further payments to the applicant until the PED is satisfied that the applicant is complying with the requirements.  The PED must provide reasonable notice and an opportunity for a hearing to the applicant before reducing or stopping payments.
